Concilium Process Requirements

· The higher Councils should oversee the contents of any Legion websites in their area. 

· Arlington Regia Guidance currently requires review twice or more a year.  Perhaps this can be done during visitation and during reporting

· Every Council and praesidium website in Arlington Regia is also reviewed by the Regia

· Legion website addresses should be notified to the next highest council. 

· Websites address should also be sent to Arlington Regia

· Content of website should be reviewed regularly and should be looked at as part of the visitation of a council. 

· Have in place a procedure for the updating of the site at regular intervals and to remove dated content 

· Have a procedure in place whereby e-mail arising from the website is responded to promptly in a supervised way 

· Councils webmasters should CC their correspondent and a Curia officer in responding to questions from e-mails derived from the website
· Praesidia officers should CC the praesidium president or vice president and a council officer
· Questions about the rules or Legion of Mary policy should be answered, typically, at the Regia level
· Questions about the Legion of Mary from those living outside the boundaries of a council should typically be forwarded through the council correspondent (or CCing him) to a point-of-contact to a council that covers that area.
